FIFTIETH DAY AFTER PASCHA
THE GREAT FEAST OF PENTECOST
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Tone 2: In the Prophets Thou announced to us the way of salvation; and now the grace of Thy Spirit has shined
in Thine Apostles, our Savior. Thou art God, the first and the last; and to the ages Thou art our God.

Tone 2: In Thy courts, I will sing praise to Thee, the Savior of the world; and on bended knee I will worship
Thine invincible power. And I will bless Thee, O Lord, in the evening and the morning, in the middle of the day,
and at every time.

Tone 2: In Thy courts, O Lord, we the faithful bend the knee of soul and body, and we extol Thee, the
unoriginate Father, and the Son who is also without beginning, and the co-eternal and all-holy Spirit, which

1llumines and sanctifies our souls.

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy
Spirit; both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.
When Thou didst send down Thy Spirit upon the
Apostles as they were seated, O Lord, the children of the
Hebrews beheld and were beside themselves with
amazement; for they heard them speaking in other,
foreign tongues, according as the Spirit bestowed on
them; for though they were unlearned, they were made
wise; and in catching and bringing the nations to the
Faith, they preached of things divine. Wherefore, we
also cry to Thee: O Thou Who wast seen on earth and
didst save us from error, O Lord, glory be to Thee.
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After the Litia hymn is chanted stichirarically (slowly),
and the procession of clergy and altar servers has
finished at the solea, the clergy now begin the Service of
Litia & Artoklasia.
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THE LITIA

great mercy, we pray Thee, hearken and have mercy.
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Choir: Lord, have mercy. (thrice) (use this response
until noted below)
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Deacon: Again we pray for all pious and Orthodox
Christians.
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Deacon: Again we pray for our father and metropolitan,
N., (our bishop, N.,) and all our brotherhood in Christ.
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Deacon: Again we pray for every Christian soul,
afflicted and weary, in need of God’s mercies and help;
for the protection of this holy house and those who sing
therein and the people here present; for the peace and
stability of the whole world; for the good estate of the
holy churches of God; for the salvation and help of our
fathers and brethren who with diligence and fear of God
labor and serve; for those who are gone away and those
who are abroad; for those who travel by sea, land and
air; for the healing of those who lie in infirmity; for the
deliverance of captives; for those imprisoned and in
danger; for our brethren who are serving and who are
remembered for their labor, and for all who await the
mercies of God, let us say.
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Deacon: Again we pray for mercy, life, peace, health,
salvation, visitation, pardon and remission of sins for the
servants of God, the parishioners, members of the parish
council and organizations, donors and benefactors of
this holy temple and those who celebrate this holy feast
(and for his servants, NN., who are offering these
loaves).
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Deacon: Again we pray that he may keep this holy
church and this city and every city and countryside from
wrath, famine, plague, earthquake, flood, fire, the
sword, foreign invasion, civil war and sudden death; that
our good God, who loveth mankind, will be gracious,
favorable and conciliatory and will turn away and dispel
all the wrath stirred up against us and all sickness and
may deliver us from his righteous chastisement which
impendeth against us and have mercy on us.
