Welcome to St. George! Thank you for attending today’s Divine Services. If you are a first-
time visitor, please register your visit by completing the guest book located in the narthex.
We would appreciate getting to meet you after liturgy, so feel free to join us during Coffee
Fellowship! Every Sunday we remember the Resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ. The word “Liturgy” means work of the people that means everyone participates
through singing, praying, hearing the teaching, and opening our hearts to allow God’s
grace to enter. Anyone interested in learning more about our faith are encouraged to
speak with one of our clergy.

Guidelines for Receiving Holy Communion for Orthodox Christians: Orthodox Christians
fully participate in the celebration of the Eucharist by receiving Holy Communion in fulfill-
ment of Christ’s command to eat His Body and drink His Blood. In order to be properly pre-
pared to receive Holy Communion, the faithful should fast (no food or drink from midnight
the night before), the Sacrament of Confession (7 years and older) within the last 2
months, being at peace with others, and striving to always love God and their neighbor.
Frequent communion and regular confession are recommended for all faithful Orthodox
Christians.

For other Christians: We welcome you to this celebration of the Divine Liturgy. Unfortu-
nately we cannot extend to you a general invitation to receive Holy Communion. Ortho-
dox Christian’s believe that the Eucharist is an action of the celebrating community signify-



Ing a oneness in faith, life, and worship of our community. Reception of the Eucharist by
Christians not fully united with us would imply a oneness which does not yet exist, but for
which we must all pray. All, however, are welcome to partake of the blessed bread
(antidoron) which will be given when coming forward to venerate (kiss) the Holy Cross and
receive the final blessing from the priest. Again, welcome!

Dance for joy, O earth, on hearing the
gladsome tidings; with the Angels and the shepherds now glorify Him Who is
willing to be gazed on as a young Child Who * before the ages is God.
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THE EPISTLE (For the Forefathers)
Blessed art Thou, O Lord, the God of our Fathers.
For Thou art just in all that Thou hast done for us.
The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Colossians. (3:4-11)

Brethren, when Christ, Who is our life, appears, then you also will appear
with him in glory. Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: fornication,
impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry. On account
of these, the wrath of God is coming upon the sons of disobedience. In these
you once walked, when you lived in them. But now put them all away: anger,
wrath, malice, slander, and foul talk from your mouth. Do not lie to one an-
other, seeing that you have put off the old nature with its practices and have
put on the new nature, which is being renewed in knowledge after the image of
its Creator. Here there cannot be Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircum-
cised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, free man, but Christ is all, and in all.
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THE GOSPEL
(For the Forefathers)

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke. (14:16-24)

The Lord spoke this parable: “A man once gave a great banquet, and invited
many; and at the time for the banquet he sent his servant to say to those who
had been invited, ‘Come; for all is now ready.” But, one by one, they all be-
gan to make excuses. The first said to him, ‘I have bought a field, and I must
go out and see it; I pray you, have me excused.” And another said, ‘I have
bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to examine them; I pray you, have me ex-
cused.” And another said, ‘I have married a wife, and therefore I cannot
come.’ So the servant came and reported this to his master. Then the house-
holder in anger said to his servant, ‘Go out quickly to the streets and lanes of
the city, and bring in the poor and maimed and blind and lame.” And the
servant said, ‘Sir, what you commanded has been done, and still there is
room.” And the master said to the servant, ‘Go out to the highways and hedg-
es, and compel people to come in, that my house may be filled. For I tell you,
none of those men who were invited shall taste my banquet.” For many are
called, but few are chosen.”
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Sunday of the Holy Forefathers (Ancestors) of our Lord Jesus

On December 14 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate the Mar-
tyrs Thyrsos, Leukios and Kallinikos of Apollonia; and the Martyrs Philemon,
Apollonios, Hypatios and Arrianos of Alexandria. On this day we celebrate
the Sunday of the Holy Forefathers (Ancestors) of our Lord Jesus

Verses
Receive joy, O Forefathers which lived aforetime,
As now ye behold at hand Christ the Messiah.
Be glad, O Abraham, for thou art shown to be the forefather of Christ.

We remember all the holy Patriarchs of the Old Testament who prefigured or
foretold Christ: Adam the first Father, Enoch, Melchizedek, Abraham, the
friend of God, Isaac, the fruit of the Promise, Jacob and the twelve patriarchs.
We then commemorate those who lived under the Law: Moses, Aaron, Joshua,
Samuel, David, and the Prophets: Isaiah, Jeremiah, and Ezekiel; the twelve
minor prophets; Elijah, Elisha, Zachariah, and John the Baptist; and finally
the Virgin Mary, the intermediary between mankind and her divine Son. In-
deed, the Lord Jesus did not come to abolish the Law and the Prophets, but to
redeem humanity which bemoaned the weight of evil since Adam; to realize
the promise made to Abraham; to change the Law of Fear into the Law of
Love; and to give Resurrection and Life to mankind. This feast prepares us
for the Nativity of Jesus Christ, placing before us the anticipation and hope
for His coming among us.
