Welcome to St. George! Thank you for attending today’s Divine Services. If you are a first-
time visitor, please register your visit by completing the guest book located in the narthex.
We would appreciate getting to meet you after liturgy, so feel free to join us during Coffee
Fellowship! Every Sunday we remember the Resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ. The word “Liturgy” means work of the people that means everyone participates
through singing, praying, hearing the teaching, and opening our hearts to allow God’s
grace to enter. Anyone interested in learning more about our faith are encouraged to
speak with one of our clergy.

Guidelines for Receiving Holy Communion for Orthodox Christians: Orthodox Christians
fully participate in the celebration of the Eucharist by receiving Holy Communion in fulfill-
ment of Christ’s command to eat His Body and drink His Blood. In order to be properly pre-
pared to receive Holy Communion, the faithful should fast (no food or drink from midnight
the night before), the Sacrament of Confession (7 years and older) within the last 2
months, being at peace with others, and striving to always love God and their neighbor.
Frequent communion and regular confession are recommended for all faithful Orthodox
Christians.

For other Christians: We welcome you to this celebration of the Divine Liturgy. Unfortu-
nately we cannot extend to you a general invitation to receive Holy Communion. Ortho-
dox Christian’s believe that the Eucharist is an action of the celebrating community signify-



Ing a oneness in faith, life, and worship of our community. Reception of the Eucharist by
Christians not fully united with us would imply a oneness which does not yet exist, but for
which we must all pray. All, however, are welcome to partake of the blessed bread
(antidoron) which will be given when coming forward to venerate (kiss) the Holy Cross and
receive the final blessing from the priest. Again, welcome!

The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Philippians. (4:4-9)

known to all people. The Lord is at hand. Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by
prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your petitions be made known to God. And
the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your
minds in Christ Jesus. Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are
honorable, whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are love-
ly, whatever things are of good report; if there is any virtue, and if there is any praise,
think about these things. The things which you both learned and received, and heard and
saw in me, these things do; and the God of peace will be with you.
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THE GOSPEL

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. John. (12:1-18)

Six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus who had died was,
whom Jesus had raised from the dead. There they made Him a supper; Martha served,
and Lazarus was one of those at table with Him. Mary took a pound of costly ointment of
pure nard and anointed the feet of Jesus and wiped His feet with her hair; and the house
was filled with the fragrance of the ointment. But Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, one of His
Disciples (he who was to betray Jesus), said, “Why was this ointment not sold for three
hundred denarii and given to the poor?” This he said, not because he cared for the poor
but because he was a thief, and as he had the moneybox he used to take what was put in-
to it. Jesus said, “Let her alone, let her keep it for the day of My burial. The poor you al-
ways have with you, but you do not always have Me.” When the great crowd of the Jews
learned that He was there, they came, not only on account of Jesus but also to see Laza-
rus, whom Jesus had raised from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put Lazarus



also to death, because on account of him many of the Jews were going away and believing
in Jesus. The next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was
coming to Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, cry-
ing, “Hosanna! Blessed is He Who cometh in the Name of the Lord, the King of Israel!”
And Jesus found a young ass and sat upon it; as it is written, “Fear not, daughter of Zion;
behold, your king is coming, sitting on an ass’s colt!” His Disciples did not understand
this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered that this had been writ-
ten of Him and had been done to Him. The crowd that had been with Jesus when He
called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead bore witness. The reason
why the crowd went to meet Jesus was that they heard He had done this sign.
